Thinking about the relevance

of the classroom's layout is

a theme that often arises in

the educational context and ‘
practice of early childhood

educators. The Day Care

Project Group was challenged

to get involved in a seminar

Childhood Educators (School

of Education and Social

Sciences/ Polytechnic Institute

of Leiria), in the academic year

of 2014/2015, and selected the

following guiding questions:

Items to consider

The sharing of ideas among

students, supervising teachers,
early childhood educators and

other education professionals
has generated several areas
of attention within the
scope of the organization

Considering space and

its materials / equipment
as boosters for children’s
development and learning,
it was pointed out that:

* The observation of children’s
interests influence the planning
of space organization, involving
them whenever possible in this
planning;

e The materials should be
accessible to the child;

e The classroom should have a
connection to an outdoor space;

e Space should foster diverse
interactions.
