▪Minimum of 7 COST Member Countries and Cooperating State 

(out of which 4 must be Inclusiveness Target Countries);

▪ COST is comprised of 39 COST Members out of which 22 are ITCs.

▪Example: 5 people from 5 different institutions from 3 different COST Member Countries 

or Cooperating State means 3 countries. Israel counts as non-ITC.

▪Activity Plan: 4 years duration
