Data centre infrastructure

management (DCIM) enables efficient power usage, capacity planning and operational efficiency.

	The selected trainee will be on-the-job training in this area, enabling data centre infrastructure management, in particular, integrating

the management of CERN-Geneva (local) and Wigner-Budapest (remote) data centres.
